DSF Scholars must complete the
following to maintain scholarship
eligibility each semester: 

Connect you with campus programs aimed at encouraging
academic and social engagement on campus, and make
appropriate referrals.

Discuss major declaration, developmental education
progress, anticipated graduation date, graduation course
plan, meetings with academic advisors, etc.

Students are required to attend two workshops/events a
semester focused on ADEI (Antiracism, Diversity, Equity &
Inclusion), Wellness, Sustainability, or Academic/Career
Support. These events could be hosted by The Butler Center,
ADEI Team, Wellness Resource Center, Office of Sustainability,
the Advising Hub, Career Center, Campus Activities, Chaplin's
Office, Outdoor Education, or the Colket Center. 

Student must submit two reflections on these
workshops/events by 3rd week of block 3 for the fall
semester and 3rd week of block 7 for the spring semester.

New/Transfer DSF Scholars:
Must check-in with their DSF Campus Contact by the second
Wednesday of the beginning of their first block on campus
each semester.

Returning DSF Scholars:
Required to check-in with their DSF Campus Contact by the
first Wednesday of the beginning of the second block each
